Rob & Terries W.A>. Trip (Cont. Part 2)

Next day was spent all around the Margaret River area sightseeing and tasting. I've never seen so
many boutique breweries, wineries, confectioners and chocolatiers in one area before! They are
really big on alcoholic ginger beer. We found a very nice one called “Tingle Top” by the Boston
Brewing Co. It is named after the giant red tingle trees of that area, Terrie recommends it and still
has some cans left. | on the other hand found the best Aust. Made whiskey, very smooth and is
best appreciated without mixers. John bought me a bottle in appreciation of my help. | have half a
bottle left and discovered at home it costs $145 per bottle!! It is called “Tiger Snake” by the Great
Southern Distilling Co. in Albany.

Next day we were all able to set off together for a change and headed for Busselton (what a jetty),
Bunbury, Mandurah and the Cee and See Van Park in Rockingham. Next day we separated to all
do things on our own agendas. Ours was to go to Fremantle and pay our respects to Bon Scott in
his final resting place and see his other memorials, quite impressive.

In the morning we headed north again through Freo, Perth, Lancelin and stopped to check out the
Pinnacles on our way to Jurien Bay where we stayed for two days to fish, explore and relax. A nice
low cost bush camp among the dunes. Next we set off for Dongarra then our final stay together in
Geraldton at the “I can’t remember the name of van park” for two nights. My father was born in
Geraldton so | thought I'd check the joint out. The HMAS Sydney memorial is very impressive how
it is done. We headed to a pub on our last night for a nice seafood meal and a few drinks.

So on May 8 we parted company with John/Michele and Gil/Rose heading up the coast and us
beginning the trek home. We came down the Brand Highway to Badgingarra, then over to Moora,
where we stayed in the car park behind the Town Hall.

From here Bindi Bindi saw us head South through Toodyay and crossing the Great Eastern
Highway at Northam and down to York. Turning east we drove through Qairading, Corrigin then
stayed at the Free Camp at Gorge Rock, an old settlement with a lot of history. From here we drove
through Kondinin to Hyden and Wave Rock, which like Gorge Rock was used with a damn wall as a
catchment and water storage for the local area. Wave Rock is similar to Pildappa Rock near
Minippa, but much bigger, in the way rain is caught and channelled into storage. After a couple of
hours we drove North again to Southern Cross via the best 116Kms of gravel and dirt road | have
ever been on. Very smooth, very wide but dusty. Probably something to do with the mining all
through this area. We stayed at a Free Camp in the scrub on the edge of the Southern Cross for
the night.

Our next drive wasn't too long through Coolgardie to Kalgoolie/Boulder and another van park. It
was a Friday and | needed to have the Fan and Air-conditioner belts replaced as they were
beginning to squeal. After a few phone calls we found a Mechanic who likes to help travellers and
get them on their way, who sorted it out in about an hour. Next day we checked the town out and
the Big Pit. That sure is some hole in the ground! As we were walking up to the viewing area we
were swallowed by a huge dust cloud. We had missed a big blast by about 2 minutes. But we
began to see the start of the big cleanup down below.

Wave Rock

Wave Rock is a granite cliff 15 metres high and 110 metres long. Its rounded-like shape has been
caused by weathering and water erosion which has undercut the base and left a rounded overhang.
Water from the springs running down the rock during wetter months dissolve minerals adding to the

colouring of the wave. In 1960, crystals from Hyden Rock were dated at being 2700 million years

old, which are amongst the oldest in Australia.
